This past Friday (6/21/14), there was a medical assist
call in Mammoth. Mammoth Fire Department responded
quickly to the scene and their dispatch advised them
that there was an extended delay of an ambulance from
Tucson, as the ambulance in San Manuel had just gone
out on another call. The Mammoth FD crew on scene saw
the need for a faster Paramedic response so called and
asked us to assist. We responded immediately and the
added intervention we provided as Paramedics, working
with Mammoth FD, made a positive change in the
patient’s condition.

Administrations and Chief Officers come and go ...

Fire District Board members come and go as well.
Nevertheless, the firefighters remain the one constant.
When someone calls for help, it should never be about
turf, ego, or pride. It should always be about what is in the
best interest of the patient, family or residents that are
calling for help.

The credit here does not go to Pinal Rural Fire Rescue for
what it did on the call. The credit goes to the Mammoth
FD crew that saw a need beyond their capabilities
and requested assistance. However, we have guarded
optimism that this will continue. One call does not make
a policy but we are cautiously encouraged that this will
set the groundwork to establish mutual working aid
arrangements for the future.

Southwest Ambulance routinely sends fire departments
in advance of their crews. They don’t send some and not
others. It is a responsible policy they have in place to get
faster care to the patients their Paramedics are responding
to. It should be the same with fire departments in the
region, just like it is everywhere else in the state.

chlorinated water, but these reports were unverified. It was
alleged that complaints were made to Arizona Department of
Environmental Quality (ADEQ).

On Thursday, June 26, Town Manager Patsy Large said
that they did have one of their water tanks show a positive
reading for bacteria. The tank was taken off line and
emptied. Two companies were brought in to clean the
tanks. There were some people without water and low water
pressure due to this. When asked if they had given a warning
to boil water to residents, she said the bacteria levels were

not that high that a warning needed to be given. Per statutes,
she said that there had to be two positive tests within a 24-
hour period.

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Oak Fire in the Galiuros
still burning

Plumes of black and white smoke have been
seen coming from the back side of the Galiuros
since last week. This is from the Oak Fire in
the Safford Ranger District of the Coronado
National Forest that was started by lightning
on June 17, 2014. The fire has burned 11,172
acres as of June 30. It is currently 5 percent
contained. Firefighters are containing the
fire within the National Forest boundary to
prevent it from spreading to state or private
lands. As the fire gets closer to the pre-planned
boundary, the percent containment figure will
increase.

According to the latest report, “The fire is
expected to continue to grow to the south and
west in the Rattlesnake Creek, Corral Canyon
and Paddy’s River areas. The fire will continue
to show similar fire activity as the last few days,
which will include backing down slopes and

then some uphill runs. Some of the activity
will be intense for short periods/runs. Fuels
are very dry in the area and very receptive to
ignition. Fire behavior increased slightly on
June 29 and produced a column in Corral and
Brush canyons as it aligned with slope and
wind.”

On the night of June 24, a backing fire along
aridge line in the Kennedy Peak area was
ignited by a helicopter dropping fuel filled
spheres which ignite upon impacting the
ground. The ridge line was set on fire to allow it
to back down to the lower elevations. Backing
fires usually burn more slowly and with less
intensity than fires burning uphill, resulting in
minimal effects to mature trees while burning
off the lower ground fuels. If you would like
more information about the fire including a
map of the area fire, visit inciweb.nwch.gov.

Mammoth agency under fire for emergency
helicopter landing at community center

On June 11, 2014, a meeting was
held at the Mammoth Volunteer
Fire Department to discuss issues
involving the landing of a medical
emergency helicopter at the
Mammoth Community Center
on June 6. Concerned citizens,
members of the fire department,
fire district board members, and
representatives from Native Air
were in attendance.

Rudy Romo who lives across
the street said there were a few
children at the entrance of the
community center where the
chopper landed. Vehicles were
parked in the area with people
waiting to enter the swimming
pool. Kids were shielding
themselves from the debris and
dust. He went on to say that they
could have landed at the cemetery
where they have landed before.

“This incident can’t be overlooked
and anyone involved should be
reprimanded,” Romo said.

The regular landing place for

helicopters is the soccer field.

Rene Romo said it was “a bad
judgment call”. The problem could
have been compounded by children
getting hurt. He did not blame
Native Air, saying they have always
done a good job. The blame was
directed to an administrator who
made the decision to land there.

During the meeting no one would
give the name of the administrator
who directed the landing of the air
ambulance.

The acting Fire Chief Michael
Miranda and fire board members
said they could not answer any
questions about the transportation
of the patient due to Federal law.
Miranda was the EMT that had
responded to the emergency call.

Native Air representatives talked
about their top safety rating and
that they took all precautions
before deciding to land the
helicopter. The fire district board
made it clear that Native Air was
not at fault. Blame was directed to
the board member who directed the
landing.

The fire board members in

attendance were Juan Ponce and
Alvaro Anaya.

Someone asked the question,
“Does the board have a protocol on
who directs the helicopter to land?”
The response was that it is usually
the EMT but any firefighter can
land the air ambulance.

Juan Ponce said, “We don’t want
this incident to be a black mark
against the fire department but
against the administrator that
made the decision.” The board
members said that their job is
administration and they shouldn’t
be out on the fire calls directing
staff in doing their jobs.

The question was asked if
the reason they had called the
air ambulance to land at the
community center was due to no
land ambulance being available to
transport the patient to the regular
landing spot at the soccer field. No
answer could be given.

What wasn’t brought up at the
meeting was that the patient died
before he could be transported to
a medical facility. This incident is
under investigation.
